1) Building Type Descriptions

· SFD – Single Family Dwelling

· MFD – Multi-Family Dwelling

· MH – Mobile Home

· BUS – Business / Industry

· GOV – Governmental Building, structure or Location

· Other – Anything else

2) Damage Type Descriptions
· Destroyed – Home or Business = 60+” of water, total collapse, shifted on foundation, not feasible to repair.  Mobile Home = 48+” of water, walls collapsed, turned over, frame buckled or twisted
· Major – Home or Business = 36” t0 60” of water, large portions of roof or debris penetration, one or two walls missing.  Mobile Home = 24” – 48” of water, Slight twisting or bowing of frame, forceful penetration of Mobile Home walls with debris.
· Minor – Home or Business = 12” to 36” of water, minor structural damage, damage to small sections of roof, numerous broken windows, large portions of roof material missing, large portions of siding missing, penetration damage where it is believed no structural damage has occurred.  Mobile Home = 6” to 24 “ of water.
· Affected – Home or Business = 0” to 12” of water including basement flooded, some shingles or siding missing, debris against or around welling, structural damage considered to be nuisance.  Mobile Home = 0” to 6” of flooding, skirting is damaged or missing.
· Isolated – Building can not be accessed from the roadway and can not be assessed.
3) Estimated Market Value

Should be estimated but will be corrected by the Tax Department

4) Estimated Dollar Loss

Reviewer should estimate the cost of repair to facility if possible.

5) Comments

Any additional comments to describe damage or details on the location if there are questions about the address.
